RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MARINA
TO APPROVE THE SUPPLEMENT TO THE CERTIFIED FINAL ENVIRONMENTAL
IMPACT REPORT ON THE MARINA HEIGH I'S SPECIFIC PLAN/ABRAMS “B"
HOUSING PROJECT

Marina City Council certificd the Final

WHEREAS, on November 25, 2003, the City of
ghts Specific Plan/Abrams “B* Housing

Environmental Impact Repon (BIR) for the Marina Hej
Project (the “Project”), and

WHEREAS, the Marina Heights project involves demolition of 828 abandoned military housing

units on a portion of the former Fort Ord historically refemed to as Abrams Park and Upper
Patton Park. These units would be replaced by 1,050 vew residential units. In the adjacent
Abrams “B" housing area, 194 existing residential units (192 units currently used as residences.

2 currently used for supporl pusposus) would remaip in place. An additional 12 existing
trensitional housing units operated by Intetim, Toc. lacated between the Speciic Plan area and

the Abrams “B” area would also remain in place. The Marina Heights Specific Plan (the
*Specific Plan”) indicates that a 28-acre site (a portion of the landfill for the former Fort Ord)
tocatsd adjucent o the Specific Plun area would be improved for use as an 18-acre public park,

with the remaining 10 acres to be cansidered &s a futvre school site. Implememation of 1he
Specific Plan would result in the development of 5.85 acres of sub-neighborhood parks, creation-
of an 8.53-acre Oak Grove Preserve, development of 2 12.92-acre greenbeltlinear park

approximately 150 feet wide, and additional greenbelt linkages towling approximatcly 8.33

acres, and

WHEREAS, the EIR evaluated the potential enviconmental cffects associated with the

implementation of the Specific Plun. It was imtended to “identify the significant effects of the

Project on the environmeant, identify alternatives to the Project, and to indicate the manner in

which those significant cffects can be mitigated or avoided.” The EIR is meant to provide an

abjective, impartial source of information to be used by the lead agency (the City of Marina). as

well as other agencies and the public, in their considerations regarding the adoption, rejection or

modification of the Specific Plan as proposed, and

WHEREAS, since certification of the EIR, the Marina Coast Water District ("MCWD") issued a
Water Supply Assessment and Written Verification of Supply for the Project ("WSA®). This

WSA was adopred by the MCWD Board of Directors on December 15, 2003 pursuent to
Government Code Section 10910 et. seq. and Goverment Code Section 66473.7 (b)(1). The

WSA includes importam information related lo the MCWD's assesement of the Project's
estimated demand for water, and the MCWD"s ability to meet anticipated futurc water demand
within the Specific Plan arca and elsewbere in Marina. The WSA intends to supplement the

water supply analysis of the EIR. and

WHEREAS, City Planning Department staff, in coordination with the environmenta) consulitant
that prepared the EIR, Lamphier-Gregory, carefully reviewed the Water Supply Assessment and
prepared a Supplement {o the EIR pussuant lo the California Environmental Quality Act

("CEQA") Guidelines Section 15163, and



WHEREAS. CEQA provides that a Supplement is & mechanism for incorporating ncw
information in a certified EIR if only minor additions or changes would be necessary to make the

previous ELR adequately apply to the project in the changed sftuation, and

WHEREAS, under CEQA Guidelines Section 15163(c), the Supplement to the EIR was
circulated for a 45-day public review period, and responses to all comments received on the
Supplement to the EIR during the public review periad have been prepared City Planning
Department staff, in coordination with the environmental consultant that prepared the EIR,

Lamphier-Gregory, and reviewed by the Marina City Council. .

NOW THEREFORE, THE CITY OF MARINA CITY COUNCIL DOES HEREBY
RESOLVE AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1, The City finds that:

1) Bascd on values uscd by MCWD in calculaung estimaled future water dcmand for the Waler
Supply Assessmemt, MCWD bhas determined that development of the Marina Heights
Specific Plan area as proposed would require an estimated 349.5 acre-feet of water per year,
and

The Marina City Council has approved water demand values that are less than those used by
MCWD in developing the water demand estimates presented in the Water Supply
Asscssment prepared for the Marina Heights Specific Plan, and

The City Council approved 292.39 acre feet of water per ycar for the Marina Heights project,
and

‘The Water Supply Assessment indicates that MCWD can presently provide 349.5 acre-fect
of watcr per year to supporl development of the Marina Heights Specific Plan area as

$) The Water Supply Assessment also indicates that, based on currently anticipated water
demands and currently available water supplies, if MCWD were to provide 349.5 acre-feet of
water per year [0 support development within the Marina Heights Specific Plan Area as

proposed, then MCWD will not be able 1o provide water service to all of the currently
anticiputed development in the portion of the City of Marina on the former Fort Ord, and.

6) The maximum amount of water which the MCWD may presently serve to City of Marina
uscs on the former Fort Ord in compliance with its water resource agreemeats with the

County and ofhers relative to Fort Ord lands is 1,175 acre-feef per year, and

7) Through conditions of approval, the City of Murina can control the amount of water reserved
Lo support future development within the ponion of the former Fort Ord under s
jurisdiction, so that the maximum amount of water which the MCWD may gresently serve to

City of Manna uscs on the former Fort Ord (1.175 acre-{eet per ycar) is not exceeded

Section 2, Pursuant to Section 15163 of the CEQA OGuidelines, the City finds that the
information conteincd in the WSA and set forth in the Supplement make necessary some changes
or additions 10 the EIR. but that none of the conditions described in Section 15162 of the CEQA



Guidclines calling for the preparation of a subsequent EIR have occurred. Consequently, the

Supplement is an appropriate method tor documenting these changes.

Section 3. The WSA does not involve substantial changes in the Project which will require
10 the involvement of ncw significant environmenual
